You and Online Patient Portals

Why do you need to access your own health information online? You’ve always had the right
to request a copy of your own medical record; but now patient portals have made it easier than ever to access your
electronic health information. Patient portals help you access and track your own health information at your
convenience, often allowing you to look up health information, make appointments, track health patterns and more.
If you haven’t already signed up for your portal, there’s no time like the present to do so and take command of your
health. Nobody can be a better advocate for your own health than you.

THE BENEFITS OF A PORTAL

Patient portals are highly secure, web-based applications that allow you to access various portions of your health
record and perform other tasks. Such easy access encourages better health outcomes because patients who are more
engaged in their own healthcare make more informed decisions. Portals may be particularly helpful for those who
have complex medical histories or chronic conditions.

TIPS FOR USING YOUR PORTAL

After receiving your log-in information, reset your password so that it’s unique. It’s best to use a combination of
lower-case letters, upper-case letters, symbols and numbers. After logging in, familiarize yourself with the
information included in the portal. This information may change over time as your portal becomes more advanced
and integrated with the electronic health record system.

MULTIPLE PORTALS

Each of your providers may operate a different patient portal because physicians’ and hospitals’ records aren’t
always integrated. You may need to sign up for multiple portals, depending on how many different providers you
see. Your provider can address any questions you have about multiple portals.

PRIVACY AND SECURITY

All care providers are required to abide by the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), the
federal law that protects your health information. They must ensure all information in your portal is private and
secure. Although your provider takes every step to safeguard your information, you’ll also need to do your part to
maintain the privacy and security of your health data.

Patient portals provide everyone with fast and easy access to health information that can truly make a difference.
