 The Hospital’s 

financial stability means that a major affiliation, active since December 2010, is no longer necessary to the          

sustainability of Deckerville Community Hospital.   Deckerville Community Hospital entered into an affiliation 

agreement with not-for-profit Michigan Rural Healthcare Preservation (MRHP) in December 2010 following the 

devastating national economic recession. This effort was to generate new revenue by developing specialized           

surgical services to provide much needed care locally as well as support the vital primary care of local physicians 

and emergency care operations.   

 Today Deckerville maintains its focus on outpatient specialty surgical services.  The Hospital plays host to 

and provides ancillary services for Cardiology, Rheumatology, General Surgery, Gastroenterology, Neurosurgery, 

Podiatry, Pulmonary, Neurology, Orthopedic, Nephrology and Hearing.  Through standardization of supplies,    

process improvement, increased surgical and specialty services and developed partnerships with targeted facilities, 

the Hospital has become sustainable.  

 The Deckerville Hospital Board of Directors and MRHP mutually agreed to dissolve their affiliation  

agreement as of January 19, 2015 while maintaining surgical and clinical services provided by network physicians 

including neurosurgery.

Deckerville Hospital Auxiliary Partners with Deckerville Healthcare Services for Patients 

The Deckerville Hospital Auxiliary has once again shown their tremendous generosity by donating 

$4,400 to fund two purchases proposed by Deckerville Healthcare Services Providers.  “Two areas for                 

improvement were identified by our front-line staff and providers, those who generally work directly with       

patients.  They are focused primarily on improving patient care and comfort,” explains Lisa Reed, CMA, and    

Clinic Supervisor.  

Deckerville Healthcare Services has been able to purchase a  

CoaguChek PT/INR machine to manage patients on Coumadin therapy.   

This will allow staff to perform a less invasive capillary finger puncture 

test on patients who are on a Coumadin regimen in the clinic rather than 

the patient going to the hospital and having what could be a difficult 

blood draw from a vein in the arm or hand.  Offering the testing in the 

Clinic will allow a provider to address the result immediately and take 

action should the dose of Coumadin need to be altered.  Established    

patients of Deckerville Healthcare Services can have this test performed 

during any regular scheduled visit. 

The Auxiliary’s donation also enabled DHS to purchase an ECG 

(electrocardiogram) machine, exactly like the one at the Hospital.  It         

performs a very quick, accurate test in a very clear manner assisting the provider in determining diagnosis and 

treatment planning. This system allows immediate back up of the data to avoid any loss of test results;             

information that will be uploaded to become part of patients’ electronic health record.
